	AWARDS
Established in 2010 with the adoption of The Land of Sweets, the Zhou Family Bursary supports talented beneficiaries of The Business Times Budding Artists Fund (BT BAF) who have undergone at least one year of study at The Little Arts Academy (LAA).

The Zhou Family has an illustrious involvement in the arts, notably their daughter Zhou Su Yin who is the youngest artist to have exhibited at the UN Headquarters in New York and has been studying traditional brushwork techniques of Chinese watercolor painting and Chinese calligraphy with Professor Mozhi Chen since she was 5 years old. The Zhou Family has chosen to establish this Bursary as a legacy of their support for the arts and belief that no child should be denied the opportunity to fully develop their talents in the arts if they have strong interest and potential and are committed to acquire art skills and fulfill their potential.
Starting from January 2011, five worthy recipients will be selected each year to receive an award of SGD$2,000. This Bursary will be disbursed at LAA’s discretion and can be used towards the following purposes:

· Specialist training

· One-to-one instruction

· Examination fees

· Purchase of necessary instruments, attire, visual art materials towards the examinations, or an agreed performance or exhibition.

ELIGIBILITY

· Awards will be made to students who are making outstanding artistic progress in class and have received excellent evaluation reports from their teachers.
· Students may apply for this bursary award from their second year of training at The Little Arts Academy.
· Students must meet the eligibility criteria for BT BAF:
· A Singapore citizen or Permanent Resident 
· A full-time student receiving formal education 
· Between the ages of 5 and 19 years 
· Living in an 4-room HDB flat or smaller 
· Families which display a financial need based on a Gross Monthly Household Income not exceeding $1800.
Alternatively, he/she has to be: 


· A Singapore citizen or Permanent Resident 
· A resident in a welfare home or a similar organisation for the less privileged 
· Between the ages of 5 and 19 years


· Students must have maintained at least 90% attendance at LAA in the year they apply for the award.
· Students must maintain at least 90% attendance at LAA in the year they receive the award. Students who fail to do so will receive a stern warning from LAA and may be subject to disciplinary action. Disciplinary action include returning the resources bought for them and reimbursing LAA for any  examination fees and out-of-pocket expenses incurred by LAA in relation to the bursary award up to the date of such cancellation.


	HOW TO APPLY

· The artistic achievements highlighted by the applicant in this form should be supported by a photocopy of the documents which include the applicant’s:

· examination results in his/her art discipline and/or equivalent
· testimonials and/or equivalent
· evaluation report at LAA
· Applicants who have met the criteria of BT BAF but have not applied to the fund should also send in a photocopy of the following documents:
· the applicant’s birth certificate / identity card, 
· IRAS Income Tax Return
· Latest monthly payslip or CPF contribution history (of the last 6 months)
 or equivalent

· Bank statements (of the last 3 months)
· Letter from welfare organization (if applicant is a resident of a welfare organization)
